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Dear reader the twisted Tigrinya language is important and adds more importance when it is
reformed because it has millions of people behind who say 'it is our mother tongue'.

Now we are with a reformed Tigriyna with which you can take direct or literal translations
of some writings as of Confucius quotes. It was not easy to put Tigriyna tongue that
knows no rule of grammar at this level. But now thanks to my hard work Tigriyna tongue
is improved to some extent. So with this condition I believe that we can write correct
letters, poetry, famous translation quotes, etc. but we can’t write geography, history,
math, chemistry; philosophy, biology ... books because simply Tigriyna has no power of
modern language. This suggests that it is essential that we speak and write in Tigriyna
and English perfectly for our poetry and chemistry books like other African counterparts.
